Exploring Christianity
Do you ever wish you knew more about your faith? Have you ever wondered
about how we got our Bible? Do you wish you could answer your neighbours’
guestions with more clarity? Do you feel you could be more active in the life of
your church if you knew more? If so Exploring Christianity is a course that will
help you. It has been developed in the Diocese of Bath & Wells together with
Trinity College, Bristol. The Diocese of Exeter has joined in a partnership with the
District to deliver and develop this course in Devon and Somerset.

Who is this course for?

All lay people, who want to explore faith, deepen their commitment and learn
together with other interested students. There are no age limitations and no
previous experience is necessary.

How does the course work?

The course is a blend of home study and tutorials. Each student receives a Study
Guide at the beginning of the module. (Cost £10 to cover printing.) A local charge
may be made for the cost of the venue. The course has six modules with ten
sessions in each. There is work in the Study Guide to be completed each week,
reading and thinking, writing a sentence or two in a box, looking at pictures,
maps etc.




Where will the courses be held?

It is anticipated that these courses will be based as locally as possible. We are
looking for Deaneries, Mission Communities or Ecumenical groupings, who would
be willing to host this course and encourage people to join in. We aim eventually
to have venues throughout the Diocese.

Appendix - New Modules available for ‘Continuing Development in
Ministry’ CDiM

The Church of England in Devon is developing a Continuing Development in Ministry programme with 8
modules for Ordained Ministers — we have selected 6 modules as being particularly useful for our
Methodist Context. If you are ordained and if any of these modules (mostly day seminars) interest you
do contact Steve and we’ll book you in ... Courses mostly held in Exeter during the week.

1. Leading a volunteer based organisation - The seminar would be supported by a small project
involving exploration of the volunteer nature of Church communities at an appropriate meeting of
Church Council.

2. Working in Teams and Personality Styles - How does personality type affect the way we work
together? How do we cope with conflict and manage it within our Community? Belbin would be a useful
tool for use prior to attending this training module.

3. Management of Change - There is no doubt that the changes in patterns and styles of ministry are
often seen as threatening and challenge the patterns of ministry that many of the ordained have
formerly been trained and formed in. This module allows people to consider these changes and make a
positive approach to managing them.

4. Theological Education and teaching adults - Ordination training has resourced all the ordained to be
theologians. Many clergy find that the daily round of ministry squeezes out on-going theological
education. SWMTC will helpfully provide three seminars which may be used as part of this module. But
how do adults learn? What are the effective methods of passing on our learning?



5. Mission - At the very heart of the Church is the commitment to tell the good news of Jesus Christ. But
how do we share this good news with others in a culture where all kinds of news, good and bad, compete
for attention? This is a module aiming to equip ministers more effectively. It includes understanding Fresh
Expressions, models of evangelism, understanding the cultural context, holistic mission and community
partnership.

6. The Church and the World - Four half-day modules to raise awareness and encourage Christian social
action for clergy, enabling practical engagement to build a personal portfolio in Social Responsibility.

o The Gospel imperative for global peace through justice (Poverty, Debt and Injustice are driving
people to conflict and violence. Can we live locally and think globally?)

o Building the Kingdom Community at home (How do we enhance and strengthen our relationships
at a time of change or crisis? Can our family and community life provide us with nurture and
support in becoming more complete people? Family and community provide us with nurture) and

o Sustaining the Integrity of God’s Creation (How can we address Climate Change and reduce our
environmental footprints? How do we live today as if the future mattered?)

o Incarnation today — creating a more inclusive world together (Why does our society exclude
people because of their gender, nationality, language, ability or background? How might we
build more egalitarian churches and communities?)
